INSTRUCTIONS

1. Fill in the results in the tables below. Add the course distance in kilometers at the top of each table. 

We provide tables for White, Yellow, Orange, Brown, Green, and Red. After the Red course table are several extra unnamed tables for your use. If you don’t need a table, leave it blank. If you need an extra table (e.g., for a Blue course), copy an extra table from the end of the document and paste it into the correct spot. If copying and pasting is difficult for you, then just fill in the first extra table where it is and label it “Blue Course”. 

Time format is hours, minutes and seconds (hh:mm:ss) ), e.g., “2:08:40” for 2 hours, 8 minutes, and 40 seconds. The alternative format (mmm:ss) – leaving the total minutes together without breaking out the hours – is fine too. The same time above would be expressed as “128:40”.

Result Codes

Use these Result Codes if a competitor failed to satisfactorily complete the course

DNF - Did Not Finish.  The orienteer did not complete the course. They may have gotten lost, tired, or injured, or they may not have found one or more of the controls. 

MSP – Mispunch.  The orienteer punched an incorrect control. This happens when someone punches a control without checking the control code.

OVT – Overtime.  The orienteer took more than allowed hours to complete the course. Three hours is the maximum time allowed to run a course under orienteering rules. (We also use this if the person goes beyond our mandatory 3 o’clock cutoff.)

DSQ – It’s the generic “Disqualified”.  It means that the competitor violated an orienteering rule, such as: taking controls out of order, running through an out-of-bounds area, getting help from others (we’re very liberal with beginners), or using an illegal navigational aid. 

In the case of a disqualification, the competitor goes to the bottom of the course listing, the Rank column is left blank, and the appropriate Result Code goes in the Finish Time column. No time is given.
